One of these children starts counting the upper knee of the children while singing. There when the song ends, the one the finger rested on his or her knee, would immediate bend his or her leg and come out from the line and the one who was singing, now replaces her/him and starts over again the play by counting while singing and the play goes on that way. 
Is the singer the composer? If not, who is the composer (name / dialect background)? A children group song of Dinka Rek of which the composer is unknown!

Is the singer the owner (the person for whom the song was made)? If not, who is the owner? There is no owner.
If the singer is not the composer and the owner, how did the song come to him/her? The song came up in unknown time.
